Step 2:  Send the following logistical information about your church –

· Name of church

· City and State 

· Church website

· Pastor name and email

· Name and email of an administrative contact (see below)
Step 3:  Identify an “administrative contact” for your church.   This person will oversee enrollments, course scheduling, payments, and in-house promotion

Step 4:  Identify a person or persons to be trained as an IFD Certified Instructor through the online course IFD100 How to Provide Your Workshop Online.  This may or may not be the same person as the pastor or the administrative contact.  
Step 5:  Identify a person or persons to be trained as IFD Facilitators who may lead courses for your congregation which are already built (i.e. Disciple Online, Wesley Ministry Network, Upper Room).  

Step 6:  Begin to promote your new online Christian Education courses.
